We ask that all good size tree trunks and limbs be placed separately for those residents wishing to use it as a heating source. The fire wood is for any and all Boyle County Residents from April through November.  From December through March all fire wood is given to Community Action to assist their clients in Boyle County.  For your safety and our liability insurance NO chain sawing is allowed at the Alum Springs Convenience Center.    
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Wood Chips

The Boyle County Fiscal Court and the City of Danville share the cost of grinding trees and limbs.  With the assistance of the Boyle County Department of Public Works a contractor is hired every fall to grind our trees and limbs into woodchips. This material is FREE to the public and used in many lawn and garden applications, trails, and animal bedding.  Bring a shovel and a truck or a car and a bag and get as little or as much as you want.
