The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 26th day of July, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, EMS Director Brad Ellis, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Jailer Barry Harmon, DES Director Lennie Shepperson, Sheriff Marty Elliott, Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter, County Treasurer Mary Conley, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Jordan Shewmaker, Gwen Ladd, Loren Ladd, Reagan Ladd, David Brown, Ruth Logsdon and Monica Sumner.


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Sammons introduced Loren and Reagan Ladd.  They led the Court in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Judge McKinney made the motion to bestow upon them the title of Honorary Boyle County Magistrates.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Judge McKinney presented the girls with certificates and they received a round of applause. 


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to approve the minutes from the last meeting.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney asked Magistrate Sammons to report on the Public Works committee meeting.  The committee met on July11th to interview three (3) architect firms concerning the remodeling of the Family Court Courtroom and offices.   The committee recommended that Brandstetter Carroll be selected as the firm to handle the remodeling project.  They will provide cost estimates for the project at no cost to the County.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the bid from Brandstetter Carroll in the amount of $0.00.   The committee motion does not require a second.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter informed the Court concerning the Wood Waste Program agreement.   A common problem throughout the County is the collection and destruction of wood waste materials including debris from storms and wind damage.  This agreement would allow Cox Interiors to collect wood waste from local factories, grind the wood and haul it to their factory in Campbellsville, Ky.  They would also grind the wood debris that is brought to the Alum Springs Convenience Center.  The factory uses the wood waste to generate its own electricity.  This agreement would save the County approximately $15,000.00 in expenses related to the wood waste grinding.  The agreement will be reviewed by the County Judge and County Attorney.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve the agreement with Cox Interiors contingent on the County Judge and County Attorney’s approval.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Agreement will be on file in the County Judge’s Office. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter informed the Court concerning the Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  The grant has been approved in the amount of $16,500.00.  Ms. Fechter requested permission to take bids for the collection to take place on October 22, 2011.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the bid process.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter informed the Court concerning the Recycling Grant.  The grant will provide funding to purchase trailers and collection boxes for the expansion of curb side recycling in Junction City, Riverview Estates and Old Bridge Subdivision.  Collections will also be expanded with EMRMC, Bluegrass Technical College, KSD and Centre College.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to grant permission to proceed with the bidding process for trailers and collection boxes.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.


DES Director Lennie Shepperson informed the Court concerning emergency preparedness.  His presentation began with the question, “Are you ready?”  as a citizen for an emergency situation.  If you have not made plans for your family to be safe then you cannot be ready to take care of the community during an emergency.  Emergency responders may be on an emergency scene for an extended amount of time caring for others.  Mr. Shepperson referred to KRS Chapter 39 as an outline for emergency preparedness.   Emergency personnel are routinely engaging in “mock” emergencies to prepare them for responding to real emergencies.   A countywide radio channel is currently being discussed to allow all emergency responders to communicate more effectively with each other.  Anhydrous ammonia and chlorine gas are two hazardous materials that are being stored in Boyle County.  Mr. Shepperson displayed the current emergency operating plan in an 800 page notebook.  The plan is being updated and will result in a more compact, readable version.  Mr. Shepperson is adopting the federal government’s version of the emergency support functions.  The new version will include sections for the various emergency departments.  Also, a one-call system will be discussed to assist in notifying county residents during emergency situations.  The City of Danville is currently notifying residents by text messaging.  Anyone can sign up for the service through the City of Danville’s website. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court that John Hambel, Animal Control employee, has completed the Level 1 training with the National Animal Control Association.   


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the Hays-Mays Road bridge project.  He advised that the deck and beams have been removed.  The new bridge will be set on August 8th and completed by the next meeting. 


Magistrate Hendricks addressed the county weed ordinance with the Court.  He provided pictures of out-of-control weeds at a residence in Old Bridge Subdivision.   These pictures indicate the need for a new county ordinance to control weeds in residential areas.  He asked that the County Attorney draft an ordinance that includes punishable penalties for not complying with the law. 


Public Works Director Duane Campbell asked that all flood plain questions or concerns be forwarded to him.


County Treasurer Mary Conley requested that two bills be added to the billing list.  The liability insurance payment in the amount of $177,164.46 and the worker’s comp premium in the amount of $163,411.37 should be paid during this billing cycle.   She also requested a transfer to EMS in the amount of $100,000.00.


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
