The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 9th day of August, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, County Treasurer Mary Conley, Chief Deputy Sheriff Jim Wilcher, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Jailer Barry Harmon, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Human Resources Lisa Maples, Stephanie Parrish, Phil Nichols, Mike Kehoe, Sarah Kehoe, Valery McMann, Patrick McClure, Tom Poland, John Drake, Paula Fowler, Dickie Mayes, Robert Jamison, Jody Lassiter and David Brock. 


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the minutes from the last meeting.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


John Drake, Director of Danville-Boyle County Parks and Recreation, informed the Court concerning Millennium Park.  Recent improvements include the planting of new trees, stocking the fish pond and building a new playground.  Several projects have been funded by private donations.  Centre College continues to lease the softball fields from Parks and Recreation.  Mr. Drake submitted the 2011/2012 proposed budget as additional information for the Court.  He stressed the importance of continuing the park’s connection between the city and county governments.  He further offered his gratitude for the funding received from the Fiscal Court.  Mr. Drake complimented retired park employee Tommy McGirr as a vital team player in making the park as successful as it is today. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning an appointment to the Fire Board.  He recommended that Phil Nichols be appointed to the vacancy left by Garnice Lamb.  Magistrate Burkes made the motion to approve the appointment.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The term ends July 1, 2015.


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Civil War Trust land acquisition.    Boyle County will act as the pass through agency between the National Park Service and Civil War Trust.  A proposed grant in the amount of $370,000.00 will be used to purchase 141 acres near the Perryville Battlefield from the Overstreet family.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion approving the participation of the fiscal court and authorizing Judge McKinney to sign any and all pertinent documents associated with the grant.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter informed the Court concerning the Litter Abatement Grant.  She asked for permission to apply for the grant funding to be used in conjunction with anti-litter control programs.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve applying for the grant.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the magistrate district reapportionment.   Proposed new maps and descriptions have been dispersed for the magistrate’s consideration.  Shane New with Bluegrass ADD will be present at the next meeting for questions or concerns. 


Judge McKinney presented the Sheriff’s quarterly report to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report.


Judge McKinney presented the 2010 Sheriff’s tax settlement to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the settlement.


Judge McKinney presented the County Clerk’s quarterly report to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report.


Judge McKinney presented the County’s quarterly report to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report.


County Treasurer Mary Conley informed the Court concerning the IntraSource agreement.  The agreement outlines the level of managed services to be provided by IntraSource in relation to network monitoring and management.  Mrs. Conley advised that the server has been upgraded for remote terminal services connected to the government services center.  IntraSource will remotely monitor and update the system on a regular basis.  They will also monitor any PC’s connected to the system and report any problems.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the agreement.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Agreement will be on file in the County Judge’s Office. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Jail Physician Agreement.   The agreement is between the Boyle County Fiscal Court, Mercer County Fiscal Court and Dr. David Overstreet.  The terms of the agreement include a one-year contract effective September 1, 2011 and ending August 31, 2012.  Dr. Overstreet will be compensated in the amount of $2,000.00 per month.  He will be replacing Dr. Jonathan Clark.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the agreement.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Agreement will be on file in the County Judge Executive’s Office. 


Judge McKinney presented the petition and ordinance relating to Sunday alcohol sales at Old Bridge Golf Club.  Old Bridge Golf Club submitted a petition for extended alcohol sales on Sunday.  The Ordinance indicates that alcohol sales will be available from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. each Sunday.  The Club will be closed on Christmas Day and any time the election polls are open.  Magistrate Hendricks informed the Court of a survey he had taken polling the residents of Old Bridge Subdivision.  His results indicated that 74% of the residents were in favor of Sunday alcohol sales at the Old Bridge Golf Club.  The new Ordinance will amend Ordinance 410.0, part A, section 31.  Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the new ordinance.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Magistrates Burke, Caywood, Coffman and Hendricks voting in favor of the motion.  Magistrate Sammons voted against the motion.  Judge McKinney gave first reading of Ordinance 410.1.  


Valery McMann gave an update concerning the county’s health insurance plan.  Statistics show that over the past several years that insurance costs are maintaining a level plateau.  Even though costs are not rising, they are not declining either.  Ms. McMann suggested that in order to keep a decrease in premiums, employees should take full advantage of the wellness program offered to them.   The two (2) top health costs involve employees with diabetes and hypertension.   Robert Jamison, representative of the employee wellness program, addressed the Court concerning participating employees.  The wellness program began in March 2010 with 103 employees participating.  Those employees began the program with an average of 3.9 health risks per person.  A re-evaluation was performed in April 2011, with only 48 repeat employees participating.  However, the health risks decreased from 3.9 to 3.0 per person.  The data showed a 15% reduction in high health risks.  However, there was a decrease in employee participation.  He encouraged the Fiscal Court to keep promoting employee wellness and strive for 100% employee participation.  Currently, employee participation in the health risk assessment plan is not mandatory but is provided at no cost to the employee.


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the weed ordinance.  An ordinance has been drafted and will be presented for approval at the next meeting.


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning roads and bridges.  Godbey Lane and the western end of Webster Road have currently been resurfaced.  Another section of Hwy 37 and U.S. Hwy 127 from Danville to Junction City are scheduled to be resurfaced this fall.  The Hays-Mayes Road bridge beams have been placed and the bridge will be accessible in a couple of days.  


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
