The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 22nd day of March, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, County Treasurer Mary Conley, Sheriff Marty Elliott, Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Jailer Barry Harmon, EMS Director Brad Ellis, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Roger Trent, Vicky Darnell, Bill Pollom and David Brock. 


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Coffman made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter requested from the Court permission for a new hire.  Decker Westerfield has retired from the Forkland Convenience Center leaving an open position.  Ms. Fechter would like his replacement to be Billy Gorley.  His rate of pay will be $8.03 per hour, effective immediately.  Magistrate Sammons on behalf of Magistrate Harmon made the motion to approve the new hire.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented to the Court a proclamation naming April 2011 as Redbud Month.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the proclamation.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   The Proclamation will be recorded in Misc. Book 10, page 244 in the County Clerk’s Office. 


Bill Pollom and Vicky Darnell with the Heart of Danville (HOD) informed the Court concerning recent activities.  Mr. Pollom reported that the HOD has assisted in bringing 48 new jobs to downtown Danville.  They have participated in the arts festival, brass band parade, and lawn chair festival and contributed to numerous restoration projects.  Ms. Darnell reported that one issue, now being addressed, is the ease in which tourists can locate attractions.  The HOD has begun to work with other businesses in addressing the needs of visitors to the downtown area.  The HOD’s goal is to not only be business friendly but visitor friendly as well.  


Roger Trent, with the Boyle County Health Department informed the Court concerning the 2011 tax rate.  Mr. Trent presented the public health taxing district rate in the amount of 2.4 cents per $100 valuation.  This rate will be applied to the assessments for real property, personal property and motor vehicles.    Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the tax rate.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed that Court that the Sheriff’s 2010 excess fees will be addressed at the next meeting. 


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the reverse salt bid auction.  The salt auction will take place on April 1, 2011.  Mr. Campbell expects to reserve 1,500 tons of salt at an approximate cost of $66.00 per ton.


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the 2012 County Road Aid Contract and Resolution.  The contract allows monies collected from gas taxes to be used for road maintenance.  The fiscal year 2011/2012 allotment for Boyle County is in the amount of $364,073.00.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the contract and resolution.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The contract will be on file in the County Judge’s Office.  The resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 242 in the County Clerk’s Office. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Phylben Village sewer project.  He explained that Boyle County was the lead agent for the sewer project and was responsible for filing certain documents pertaining to the project.  The first resolution presented for approval was the grievance procedures relating to discrimination complaints on the basis of handicapped status.  Magistrate Coffman made the motion to approve the resolution.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 245 in the County Clerk’s office.  The second document presented was the Fair Housing Resolution.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the resolution.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 246 in the County Clerk’s Office.    The third document presented was the Section 3 Action Plan Resolution.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve the resolution and change the word in paragraph H from city to county.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 244 in the County Clerk’s Office.  The fourth document presented was the Affirmative Action Plan.  Magistrate Coffman made the motion to approve the resolution.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 247 in the County Clerk’s Office. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the ordinance amending Ordinance 340.3 and enacting floating dock construction standards.  All land owners affected by the new ordinance will be notified. The ordinance applies to all new construction and current dock upgrades.  Any upgrades will have to comply with the new standards outlined in the ordinance.   Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the 1st reading of the new dock ordinance.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented the Management Discussion and Analysis (MDA) to the Court for review.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the MDA.


Jailer Barry Harmon informed the Court concerning the joint jail update.  He explained that the joint jail committee was currently looking into a new inmate telephone system and software package.  Three companies made presentations to the committee.  One company can decrease the phone call rate by 20 cents. Kiosks will be located at the jail and courthouse for transferring money to inmates.  The jail will receive 50% of the revenue generated.  More information will be forthcoming. 


Judge McKinney presented the joint jail budget and the Boyle County jail budget to the Court for review.  The budget will be discussed in detail at the April 26th fiscal court meeting. 


Judge McKinney presented the Danville E911 Center equipment service agreement for approval. Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the agreement.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The Agreement will be on file in the County Judge’s Office. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning various other upcoming events.  The Magistrate’s Conference will be held April 6-8, 2011.   Magistrate Sammons was commended for his service as President of the Magistrate’s Association.   Judge McKinney requested a volunteer to serve on the E911 Committee and attend meetings.  Magistrate Hendricks volunteered to serve on the committee.   Judge McKinney made a formal appointment of Magistrate Hendricks to serve as the court’s representative on the E911 committee.  


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
