The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 10th day of May, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Clerk Trille Bottom, Jailer Barry Harmon, Treasurer Mary Conley, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Keith Richardson and David Brock. 


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Jailer Barry Harmon informed the Court concerning the Inmate Telephone System Contract and the Jail Tracker Management Software Contract.  Two joint contracts between the Boyle County Fiscal Court, Mercer County Fiscal Court and the Boyle County Detention Center with Telmate, LLC and Digitech Public Safety Solutions, Inc. will provide the detention center with a new way of communication between the inmates and their families.   The inmate telecommunications agreement is renewable for two, one year periods.  The new phone system will be provided at a lower rate and will include local long distance.  Law enforcement can utilize the system as an investigative tool by listening to inmate recorded phone calls.  The system will assist jail personnel in cell checks.   The system allows for audio cell checks where inmates can be accounted for visually as well as verbally.  As part of the jail tracker software, inmates will be issued bar coded wrist scanners.  The scanners will track the inmates as they enter and leave the detention center.  The information can be transferred from the scanners to the inmate’s computer file, therefore, reducing time involved in recording paperwork.  A money kiosk will also be available for inmates and their families to transfer money from their accounts to make canteen purchases or bail bonds. It will be debit or credit card accessible.  The jail tracker software assists the Telmate software and merges both systems together for an endless array of possibilities.  Magistrate Coffman made the motion to approve the Telmate phone system agreement.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the Jail Tracker software agreement.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The agreement will become effective July 1, 2011.  The initial payment will be $23,923.87 and the monthly maintenance fee will be $1,324.38 for 48 months.  Both Contracts will be on file in the County Judge Executive’s Office. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Substance Abuse Program (SAP) contract.  There are no changes to the contract from last year.  The contract only applies to male inmates incarcerated in the Boyle County Detention Center.   The Department of Corrections will provide an additional $9.00 per day for state inmates.  Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the contract. Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The contract will become effective July 1, 2011 renewable in one year.  The Contract will be on file in the County Judge Executive’s Office. 


County Treasurer Mary Conley informed the Court concerning the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) annual lease agreement.  AOC pays for 52.8% of related expenses including office space rent, custodian fees and non-functional space fees.  Additional expense requests include reimbursement for the outdoor storage building, repainting of interior walls in the common areas and carpet repair and replacement. The estimated reimbursement to the County is in the amount of $9,170.00.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the lease agreement and authorize the Judge to sign any related paperwork.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   The lease agreement will be on file in the County Judge Executive’s Office. 


Judge McKinney presented to the Court the Sheriff’s quarterly report.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report.


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the Salt River Bridge bids.  The bridge has a posted weight limit due to the bridge design.  The initial bid offer was for pre-stressed concrete beams to replace the third span.  However, during the pre-bid conference, it was determined that other alternatives were available and adequate.  It was recommended that the third span of the bridge be replaced with steel beams and decking.  The companies submitting bids were Pruitt Construction, Byerly Design and Construction Company and Ford Contracting, Inc.   Magistrate Sammons requested that the actual bid be submitted instead of a bid summary sheet.   Mr. Campbell advised that all bids are recorded in the Clerk’s office and available to the public.   Mr. Campbell recommended that the lowest bid in the amount of $39,300.00 from Pruitt Construction be accepted.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the bid from Pruitt Construction and request proof of insurance.  Magistrate Burke requested to abstain from voting due to being a related family member to Mr. Pruitt.   Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The project will begin in early June after school is closed and should be completed in 2-3 days.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Planning and Zoning text amendment.   The amendment does not affect any county zoned property.    Section 644 of the prior zoning ordinance was inappropriately assigned a Neighborhood Center Commercial (NCC) designation.  The proposed ordinance is repealing Sections 5.6 through 5.6.9 of the Boyle County Planning and Zoning Ordinance Number 920.70. Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the Ordinance.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  Judge McKinney orated the first reading of the repealed ordinance.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented the County Clerk’s quarterly report.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report. 


Judge McKinney presented the Boyle County Fiscal Court’s audit for year ending June 30, 2010. He explained that the report comment 2010-01 concerning jail canteen receipts would be rectified with the new jail tracking software package.   The Court acknowledged receipt of the audit.


Judge McKinney informed the Court that the next budget meeting will be held on May 17, 2011 prior to the regular meeting.  The budget’s to be discussed include public works, solid waste, recycling, emergency medical services, health insurance, building inspector and the general fund.  


Magistrate Sammons requested an update concerning the Parksville rescue squad building.  Judge McKinney responded that the building was to be sold not torn down.  


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
