The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 25th day of January, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, Sheriff Marty Elliott, Treasurer Mary Conley, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Animal Control Director Dan Turcea, Jailer Barry Harmon, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, former Magistrate John Davis, Jerry Little, John Helm, Jack Godbey, Ricky Richardson and David Brock. 


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Harmon made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented former Magistrate John Davis with a clock and a plague as an outgoing gift for thirty-two (32) years of distinguished service.  


John Helm informed the Court with information concerning the Ky Farm Bureau Association, Soil Conservation District and the Cattleman’s Association. He reported that Boyle County has a total of 649 farms constituting 94,233 total acres and generating approximately sixty million dollars ($60,000,000.00) in the County.  Mr. Helm further offered his services and those of the various associations involving agriculture.  One service that the Boyle County Farm Bureau provides is the distribution of the Phase 1 Tobacco Settlement monies.  An environmental grant was applied for from those monies to aid the dead animal removal services program (DARS).  He presented a check in the amount of $7,500.00 from Ky Farm Bureau.  Two additional environmental grants were applied for through the Boyle County Conservation District.  Mr. Helm presented two checks in the amounts of $2,500.00 and $5,000.00 for expenses incurred through the DARS program. 


Item B on the agenda was postponed due to the absence of Mary Beth Touchstone with the Community Arts Center.


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning appointments to the Boyle County Extension Council.  He recommended that Mary Butler and Jack Godbey be appointed.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the appointments.  Magistrate Harmon seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The term ends December 31, 2014.  


Animal Control Director Dan Turcea informed the Court concerning a new hire.  He recommended hiring Shanna Simpson in a permanent part-time position vacated by Leah Devine. Starting salary will be $7.50 per hour.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve the new hire.   Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Effective date of employment is January 19, 2011.


Judge McKinney presented an organizational chart to the Court for review.  The chart outlines the chain of command as it involves county government.  The chart is required by the auditor’s office.   The Court acknowledged receipt of the chart.  


Judge McKinney presented a computer security policy to the Court.  The policy allows the fiscal court to review any employee’s electronic files and messages to ensure electronic media and services are being used in compliance with the law as well as other fiscal court policies.   Employees should have no expectation of privacy in using any equipment or services provided by the Boyle County Fiscal Court.  This policy directly relates to the open records act.   Magistrate Caywood made the motion to accept the policy.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  


Jailer Harmon informed the Court concerning the joint jail update.  He explained that one revision had been made to the Policy and Procedure Manual concerning grievances.  The section revised is Inmate Grievance Procedure, XII – 600, page 3 of 3, #’s 5 and 6 relating to the time allowed to submit a grievance and the time allowed for the jailer’s response.   Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the revision.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Jailer Harmon informed the Court concerning an inmate agreement with the Casey County Jail.  Currently, he has a verbal agreement with Casey County Jail that they will accept county inmates for $19.00 per day from Boyle County should they become overcrowded.   Treasurer Mary Conley suggested that a written agreement be obtained between the two counties for holding inmates.  Magistrate Hendricks made the motion authorizing the jailer to obtain a written agreement with Casey County and authoring Judge McKinney to sign the agreement.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


County Clerk Trille Bottom presented the 2011 budget and salary cap to the Court for approval.  The salary cap amount of $254,000.00 represents a $2,000.00 increase from 2010 or 7/10 of one percent increase.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to accept the 2011 budget and set the salary cap at $254,000.00.  Magistrate Harmon seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. The budget and salary cap will be recorded in Misc. Book 10, pages 228-234 in the County Clerk’s Office.


Judge McKinney presented the December 2010 financial statements to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the reports.


County Treasurer Mary Conley presented the Sheriff’s state advancement bond for approval.  The advancement bond is normally included with the budget but was inadvertently excluded from the last meeting.  The advancement bond is in the amount of $255,023.17.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the bond.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Public Works Director Duane Campbell updated the Court concerning the salt use update.  The roads have been salted twenty-two (22) times this winter and over 1,000 tons of salt have been used.  The salt supply is still adequate at this time.  Mr. Campbell further discussed the revision of flood plain maps. In a letter received from FEMA, in order to continue to participate in the national flood insurance program, the flood plain maps will have to be updated and the ordinance will have to be revised.  There are currently over 30 flood plain maps in use.  Residents that will be impacted by the new flood plain maps will be notified by Mr. Campbell. 


Magistrate Harmon made the motion to go into Executive Session.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to return to regular session.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.


Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the personnel disciplinary action recommended by the County Judge.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Magistrate Caywood requested that Sheriff Elliott discuss the security liability of the courthouse.  Sheriff Elliott responded that he and Judge McKinney have had several conversations regarding this issue.  From those conversations, new security cameras have been installed.  Sheriff Elliott has initiated other security measures by keeping an additional court security officer in the courthouse as much as possible.   Other security options are being discussed for the near future.  Judge McKinney added that he had written Chief Justice Minton

regarding the security issues at the courthouse being less than optimal.   One recurring issue is the multiple entrance access to the courthouse.


Magistrate Coffman requested that additional gravel be added to the grassy area behind the courthouse to accommodate more parking spaces.   Public Works Director Duane Campbell will take care of the request.


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court that he would be meeting with personnel concerning the rural secondary road funding.  Any problems that need to be addressed should be given to Mr. Campbell this week.

County Treasurer Mary Conley requested a transfer to EMS in the amount of $100,000.00.


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
