Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Harmon made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting.  Magistrate Davis seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning a Parks and Recreation Board appointment.  He recommended that Cecile Napier be appointed to the Board.
