The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 8th day of March, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, Sheriff Marty Elliott, Jailer Barry Harmon, Treasurer Mary Conley, EMS Director Brad Ellis, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, Deputy Brian Wofford, Deputy Jeff Stith, Deputy Chris Stratton, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter, Danville Police Chief Tony Gray, Michelle Stith, Charlotte Faeth, Brett Blair, Natalia Hoskins, Randy Turner, Steve Horn and David Brock.  


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons gave the invocation.  Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the February 8th meeting minutes.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the February 22nd meeting minutes.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 



Sheriff Marty Elliott informed the Court concerning a recent life saving event.  He explained that Deputy Jeff Stith was at the hospital dining with fellow deputies and officers from the Danville Police Department.  During this time, Danville Police Officer Grigsby became choked and started turning blue.  Deputy Stith, who is a trained paramedic, performed the Heimlich maneuver on Officer Grigsby and dislodged the item that had caused him to choke.  Officer Grigsby credited Deputy Stith with saving his life.  Judge McKinney, on behalf of the Boyle County Fiscal Court, presented Deputy Stith with a plaque as a token of recognition for the life saving measures he performed on Officer Grigsby.   Chief Tony Gray presented Deputy Stith with a certificate of appreciation for going above and beyond the call of duty.  Without his quick response, Officer Grigsby may not have had such a favorable outcome.  


Brett Blair informed the Court concerning the rural secondary road program. He explained that 22.2% of fuel taxes are used to fund the rural secondary road projects.  The fiscal year 2011 rural secondary road project includes the resurfacing of 2.287 miles of KY 37 from Reynolds Hollow Road to Oscar Johnson Road at a cost of $173,981.00.  The project should be completed by June 30, 2011.  Flex funding has been allocated in the amount of 124,303.00.  Mr. Blair’s recommendation for the fiscal year 2012 monies of $153,000.00 is a continuation of resurfacing for Ky Hwy 37 from Oscar Johnson Road to Nosco Road for a distance of 2.038 miles.  This project is estimated to cost 153,000.00.  Additionally, there are two bridges with issues that need to be addressed.  The first bridge project is on Ky Highway 1856 (Mitchellsburg Road).  The issue involved is coming off the bridge into a curve.  The solution is to add an extended 300 foot section of the road in an “S” curve when coming off the bridge to the South.  The cost of the project will be $28,000.00.  The project does not qualify for federal funding because the bridge is less than 20 feet wide. The second bridge project is on Ky Hwy 1822 (Parksville Crosspike).  The bridge is 15 foot wide with concrete walls and is functionally obsolete.  The bridge is too narrow for large vehicles to pass, such as a school bus or livestock trailer.  There is also a structural issue concerning a deep scour pocket in the north abutment of the bridge.  Mr. Blair’s recommendation is to replace the bridge on Hwy 1822.  The potential cost of replacement is $100,000.00.  Funding for the county bridge replacement program has been allocated at $80,000.00. 

 
Mr. Blair’s recommendations for these projects are to take the flex funds and hold them to roll over for the next fiscal year.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion authorizing Judge McKinney to use the $80,000.00, 2011/12 bridge replacement program allotment and to look for the additional $48,000.00 from the State and to only use the flex funds as needed.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. In further business, Mr. Blair asked for the Court’s approval on the fiscal year 2012 rural secondary road project.   Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to approve the Hwy 37 resurfacing project from Oscar Johnson to Nosco Road at a distance of 2.038 miles.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Magistrate Caywood requested that the state highway department investigate lighting issues at both ends of the Hwy 2168 connector road between Hwy 127 bypass and Hwy 33, Burgin Road.  He advised that it is very dark at both intersections creating low visibility for vehicles entering onto Hwy 127 and Hwy 33.   Magistrate Caywood made the motion authorizing Judge McKinney to submit a letter requesting lighting at both ends of the connector road.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   Magistrate Caywood further addressed a water issue on Maple Avenue at the railroad underpass.  Rainwater collects in the road making hydroplaning into concrete walls a serious issue.  The state transportation department cleans out the area once a year.  The railroad is responsible for cleaning out the top part of the overpass. There seems to be quite a bit of drainage coming from the bridge down to the road.   Within the next year, two left turn lanes will be added to Hwy 150 (Stanford Road), eastbound turn lane at Airport Road and westbound turn lane at Chrisman Lane.  In other discussion, the transportation cabinet representatives informed the Court that a southbound right turn lane from Hustonville Road onto the bypass had been requested by businesses but was not a safety issue. Also, a ramp acceleration lane from the 150 bypass onto 127 South was being discussed.  The State has completed the right of way acquisitions for the Hwy 33 and 34 connector road.  The process is now in the appraisal stage. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court that the Herrington Lake Dock Ordinance will be presented at the next meeting.


County Attorney Richard Campbell informed the Court concerning the Parksville Rescue Squad building.   A deed has been prepared to transfer the building to the County. Magistrate Sammons made the motion authorizing Judge McKinney to sign the deed, make any transfers to and from the County, establish the fair market value price and dispose of the property in a legal manner. Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


County Attorney Richard Campbell requested from the Court an increase in salary for county employee Karen Davis.  He explained that due to her past experience as a dispatcher and circuit court clerk’s deputy, she is often sought after by E911 centers.  Mr. Campbell described her current duties now classify her as a paralegal.   At this time in the meeting, Magistrate Sammons made the motion to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel issues.  Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to return from Executive Session.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. There was no action taken in Executive Session.  


Magistrate Caywood made the motion to increase Karen Davis’ salary to $16.52 per hour.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  The amount will be retroactive from January 1, 2011.


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter informed the Court concerning the 2011 Recycle Grant.   Ms. Fechter received two (2) quotes for the loading dock plates.  One from Fastenal in the amount of $1,382.31 and one from Danville Industrial Distributors, Inc. in the amount of $1,440.76.  Ms. Fechter recommended purchasing the dock plates from Fastenal.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the purchase from Fastenal.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter presented to the Court the 2010 Recycle and Solid Waste Report.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report. 


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter requested approval from the Court concerning the convenience center schedules.   The current schedule allows for the centers to operate a total of 280 hours per week.  The new schedule decreases the hours to 212 per week with reduced personnel as well.  The cost savings per year total $28,288.00.  All services will still be provided at the centers on the days that they are open.   Magistrate Sammons made the motion approving the convenience center schedule changes.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   The new schedule will be effective July 1, 2011.


Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter reported to the Court concerning the recent horse barn fire in Perryville.  She advised that in collaboration with Dr. Hall they had secured an environmentally sound way in disposing of the animals.


County Treasurer Mary Conley informed the Court concerning the Crawford Springs Park Area Development Funds.  Improvements to the park entrance including blacktop, signage and possible landscaping have been approved in the amount of $5,842.00.  Ms. Conley requested approval of the statement of assurances for the project.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the statement of assurances.  Magistrate Burke seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


County Treasurer Mary Conley informed the Court concerning the upcoming schedule for budget meetings.  The Court will have two special meetings on May 10th and May 24th.   Budget meetings will occur every Tuesday in April. 


Judge McKinney and Sheriff Elliott presented the revised Sheriff’s K-9 policy for approval.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the policy.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Sheriff Elliott informed the Court concerning cruiser bids.  He advised that Bob Allen Motor Mall has submitted a quote for two 2010 police cruisers at $19,500.00 each.  The equipment package quote from L& W Emergency Equipment is priced at $4,909.98 per vehicle.  The complete vehicle package is a total of $24,409.98 per vehicle.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to purchase the two cruisers at a cost of $24,409.98 each.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented to the Court the 2009 Sheriff’s Audit report.  Sheriff Elliott explained that when he was appointed Sheriff in January 2010, he did not have any standards to go by.  Once the auditors explained the issues, Sheriff Elliott began making office policy changes concerning the tax collections.  New standards are now in place including an automated tax collection computer program.  Sheriff Elliott or Chief Wilcher take the deposits to the bank and sign off on tax collection reports.  Personal checks are no longer being cashed in the office.   Magistrate Caywood offered his advice to Sheriff Elliott in following the Auditor’s guidelines as suggested.  


Sheriff Elliott informed the Court concerning the cruiser that was purchased for Deputy Wofford when he was assigned to the drug task force.  The balance still due is approximately $4,500.00.  Sheriff Elliott intends to repay the Court with drug seizure money. 


Judge McKinney reminded the Court that financial disclosure statements are due by March 30, 2011.  Also, signage will be posted listing individual office hours in the near future. 


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
