The regular meeting of the Boyle County Fiscal Court was held on the 27th day of September, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.  Fiscal Court members present were:

Others present at the meeting were County Attorney Richard Campbell, County Clerk Trille Bottom, Tax Administrator Marcia Pierce, EMS Director Brad Ellis, Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller, County Treasurer Mary Conley, Solid Waste Coordinator Donna Fechter, EM Director Lennie Shepperson, Sheriff Marty Elliott, Public Works Director Duane Campbell, Jailer Barry Harmon, Human Resources Lisa Maples, Mike Harmon, Paula Fowler, Arnold Marshall, Bruce Nichols, Howard Hunt III, Valery McMann, Gail Bowling, Susanna Ryan, Marian Gibson, and David Brock.


Judge McKinney called the meeting to order.  Magistrate Sammons led the Court in the Pledge of Allegiance and gave the invocation.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Howard Hunt, III, presented a resolution on behalf of the Kentucky Association of Counties (KACO) honoring Mickey Harmon.  Mr. Hunt spoke to the Harmon family members that were present by outlining the many contributions and accomplishments that Mickey Harmon made while serving the citizens of Boyle County.  Mr. Hunt presented copies of the resolution to Mickey’s long-time companion Marcia Pierce, son Mike Harmon and sister Marian Gibson.  The Resolution was accepted by the Court and will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 296 in the Boyle County Clerk’s Office. 


Valery McMann informed the Court concerning the health and dental insurance renewals.  The employee health risk assessments will be mandatory for all county employees.  According to the timeline presented to the Court, she advised that the health risk assessments should be completed by November 23rd.


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Helping Hands appropriation discussed at the last meeting.  Helping Hands is filling the void in the community left by the recent revamping of the Red Cross.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve the appropriation of $5,725.00 to Helping Hands.  Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.   The motion passed with Magistrates Burke, Caywood, Coffman, Hendricks and Mayes voting in favor of the motion.  Magistrate Sammons did not vote. 


Judge McKinney presented a Proclamation to the Court.  The Proclamation designates the fourth Monday in September as Family Day – A Day to Eat Dinner With Your Children.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the proclamation.  The Proclamation will be recorded in Misc. Book 10, page 321, in the Boyle County Clerk’s Office. 


Judge McKinney presented the Treasurer’s Settlement Report to the Court.  The Court acknowledged receipt of the report.


Judge McKinney presented the nuisance ordinance regarding excessive growth of weeds and grass.  Second reading of Ordinance number 831.0 was heard by the Court.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to accept the ordinance.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion. The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Ordinance number 831.0 will be recorded in the Boyle County Clerk’s office. 


Judge McKinney presented the magisterial reapportionment ordinance to the Court.  The ordinance is regarding the realignment of magisterial districts to comply with the realignment of the population in Boyle County.   Second reading of Ordinance 110.3 was heard by the Court.  Magistrate Burke made the motion to approve the ordinance including the magisterial district descriptions and map.   Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   Ordinance 110.3 will be recorded in the Boyle County Clerk’s Office. 


Judge McKinney presented a resolution to the Court for approval.  The resolution outlines the rural secondary roads funding agreement.    The agreement allows for funding in the amount of $124,303.00 to be received from the State.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the Resolution and Agreement while allowing Judge McKinney to sign any and all pertinent documents relating to such.   Magistrate Caywood seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   The Resolution will be recorded in Resolution Book 2, page 298 in the Boyle County Clerk’s Office.  The Agreement will be recorded in Misc. Book 10, page 348 in the Boyle County Clerk’s Office. 


County Treasurer Mary Conley requested that the Court complete the related party questionnaire.  Once completed, she will send them to the auditor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the employee picnic sponsored by M&M Sanitation.  He advised that the sense of the Court is not to accept the invitation from M&M Sanitation.


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning EMS collections and lawsuits.   In order to file suit for unpaid claims, the lawsuit must be filed in the Boyle County Fiscal Court’s name.  The collection agency will make recommendations to the Court on suits that should be filed.   It is the Court’s decision to accept or reject the recommendations. There are no costs involved to the Court for filing the lawsuits.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve filing suit.  Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.   


Judge McKinney presented delinquent EMS collections lists to the Court.  The first list totals $10,549.72 in delinquencies and the second list totals $5,739.86 in delinquencies.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion to authorize a lawsuit against the persons named on both listings.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller informed the Court concerning EMS Personnel hiring.  Mr. Miller requested approval to hire Brian Sears as a full-time EMT.  Mr. Sears is currently serving as a part-time EMT.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve the hiring of Brian Sears to full-time.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Mr. Sears will be hired under Grade 21, step 1 at $8.00 per hour.  The effective date of his hiring will be September 27, 2011.


Assistant EMS Director Malcolm Miller informed the Court concerning bid requests for upgrading heart monitors.  ZOLL Medical Company presented the lowest bid with the conditions that the equipment be purchased by September 30, 2011.  The bid request was only for three (3) monitors but ZOLL’s pricing allows for the purchase of seven (7) monitors at a cost of $104,000.00.  If any upgrading occurs after purchase, the monitors can be traded in at full value as long as they remain under a year old.   Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to declare the heart monitors an emergency purchase due to the purchase deadline. Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion to approve purchasing the heart monitors from ZOLL Medical in the amount of $104,000.00.   Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning mobile radio quotes.  EM Director Lennie Shepperson requested that the radios be advertised for bids.  Magistrate Sammons made the motion authorizing the bidding for the radios.  Magistrate Coffman seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning the Civil War Trust Agreement.  He requested that due to conflicting documents received, the agreement be postponed until the next meeting. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning participation in the “Images” magazine.   The cost of the one-page advertisement is shared with the City of Danville.  The total cost of the ad is $4,575.00 with the City and County paying one-half each.  The magazine is printed annually with a distribution of 7,500 copies.   Magistrate Caywood made the motion to approve publishing the magazine advertisement at a cost of $2,287.50.  Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney presented a comp time agreement to the Court for jail employee Tyler Walls.  Magistrate Coffman made the motion to approve the agreement.  Magistrate Hendricks seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning recent personnel action.  During the executive session at the last meeting, the Court voted to dismiss a solid waste employee.  The employee appealed the decision but the appeal committee agreed that the dismissal stands.  Judge McKinney has written the employee a letter terminating their employment effective September 13, 2011.  Magistrate Caywood made the motion approving the employee termination.  Magistrate Sammons seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  Judge McKinney will write another letter notifying the employee that final action, by the Court, was taken on today’s date. 


Magistrate Hendricks informed the Court concerning the Sheriff/EMS Committee update.  EMS topics discussed were the purchase of the heart monitors and new employee hiring.  One request was to do a cost analysis for a full-time mechanic that could provide maintenance and repairs for the county vehicles.  Sheriff’s topics discussed were overtime hours, transferring part-time employees to full-time and the purchase of a transport vehicle.  A Ford Escort could be purchased at the state bid price of $18,670.00.  Chief Deputy, Jim Wilcher will be retiring in March.  The Sheriff would like to send a younger deputy to the Academy for training and then possibly replace Deputy Wilcher upon his retirement.  Sheriff Elliott would also like to make Deputy Stith a full-time employee.  Sheriff Elliott will make a presentation at the second meeting in October regarding Deputy Stith’s employment.


Magistrate Sammons informed the Court concerning the Public Works Committee update.  He and Magistrate Mayes met with Duane Campbell on September 12th.  Bids for a dump truck will be presented at the first meeting in October. The next committee meeting will be October 14th. 


Magistrate Caywood informed the Court concerning the Personnel Committee update.   The committee’s goal was to find two (2) replacements for the Bluegrass Area Development District (BGADD).  However, the vacancies still remain.  Some reasons for not wanting to accept the positions include no pay, no travel expense reimbursement, evening meetings and conflicts with work schedules.  The committee will continue to pursue interested candidates. 


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the courthouse lighting bids.  The following four items were advertised for bids: 4 foot and 2 foot light fixtures, motion sensors and exit lights.  Three bids were received for some and/or all of the items.  Mr. Campbell recommended purchasing the following items: 4 foot fixtures (including bulb and ballast) at a cost of $46.25 each, 2 foot fixtures (including bulb and ballast) at a cost of $34.86 each from Lowe’s and the exit lights (with battery) at a cost of $34.38 each from Kentucky Lighting & Supply, Inc.  Mr. Campbell requested that the motion sensor switch bids not be considered at this time.  However, 84 Lumber did present the lowest bid for the sensors at $35.47 each.  Mr. Campbell informed the Court that the installation may need to be bid as well.  Magistrate Hendricks made the motion to accept Mr. Campbell’s recommendations.  Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.   The motion passed with all members voting in favor.  


Magistrate Mayes reminded the Court that the Perryville Celebration would be held this weekend.  Activities are being planned for downtown and at the battlefield.  The parade will begin at 10:00 a.m.


Magistrate Coffman reminded the Court that the Junction City Railroad Days would be held this weekend.  He invited everyone to attend the festivities.  The parade will begin at 11:00 a.m.


Magistrate Hendricks reminded the Court that there were still two (2) vacancies to be filled on the Board of Adjustments.  The Board meets once a month at the City of Danville. 


Magistrate Caywood requested an update on the Hwy 127/34 bypass lighting.  Judge McKinney will share the information he has received.  Magistrate Caywood also offered kudos to the Sheriff’s department regarding their audit.


Public Works Director Duane Campbell informed the Court concerning the Maple Avenue/127 turn lane.  He is working with the City of Danville regarding this issue. 


Judge McKinney informed the Court concerning bill number 67704.  The bill should have been payable to Boyle County Sheriff not Otis Elevator.  


Magistrate Coffman made the motion to pay the bills, make the transfers and adjourn.  Magistrate Mayes seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all members voting in favor.
